Expected Commitment: Varies, based on specific needs and volunteer interest. Typically, one to two hours per month,
one-year term of appointment (October—-September) renewed annually online.

Training Required: Program Volunteer Overview (available on gsLearn). Other training including program level
enrichments is available. Program/event specific training will be provided prior to event participation.

Supported: This position receives support, guidance, and encouragement from GSCO membership staff in collaboration
with program staff and program partners for events.

Responsibilities:

e Embrace the Girl Scout mission through the Girl Scout Leadership Experience

e Support positive participation with girls, parents/guardians, and/or other event participants
e Represent the council at all times in a positive and professional manner

e  Exhibit inclusive attitudes and behavior in all internal and external working relationships

e Positively promote GSCO's programs, services, and goals to the community-at-large

Possible Volunteer Opportunities:

Qualifications/ Core Competencies:

o  Girl focus: Empower girls to lead activities, learn by doing, and cooperate with others on current issues that involve
their interests and needs, while having fun.
